About the Samaritans

We are a non-denominational, non-profit volunteer
organization whose mission is to prevent suicide. We
have trained almost 700 volunteers over the past 32
years to befriend callers and help alleviate painful
feelings that may lead to suicide. We answer as many
as 20,000 incoming calls per year and conduct com-
munity education forums to discuss the risk factors
and warning signs associated with suicide.

Our organization began in London in 1953. The first
U.S. center was established in Boston in 1974, and
Monica Dickens Stratton, great-granddaughter of
Charles Dickens, founded The Samaritans on Cape
Cod and the Islands in Falmouth in 1977. There are
now 400 Samaritan centers in 42 countries, making it
the world’s oldest and largest suicide prevention net-
work. Ten of these centers are located in the U.S.

Monica Dickens Stratton and the Army Corps of Engi-
neers were responsible for erecting suicide barriers on
both the Sagamore and Bourne Bridges in the early
1980’s, virtually eliminating tragic deaths from those
sites. To this day, Samaritan signs with our crisis hot-
line numbers are posted on those bridges.

Senior Qutreach Program

Seniors, who may not be accustomed to reaching out
for assistance, are encouraged to make incoming calls
to our help lines as they face the challenges of living
longer. We also make outgoing calls to seniors re-
ferred by Councils on Aging in order to widen their
support system.

Safe Place Support Group

For every person who takes his own life, there are 7 to
10 people intimately affected. That means that there
are approximately 5 million “survivors” left behind
every year. Samaritan volunteers who themselves have
lost someone to suicide facilitate Safe Place sessions
to help these survivors cope.
